The program began in 2012 as a 

collaboration between the governors 

of MD, VA, WV and the Mayor of 

DC.  By working together, over 

14,000 volunteers created 750 com-

munity service projects, collecting 

more than 600,000 pounds of food. 

Our Town participated in this 

annual program for the last two 

years by sponsoring a Town-wide 

Yard Sale & Food Drive at Town 

Hall.  Though both yearsô Yard 

Sales were successful ventures, we 

were unable this year to secure the 

volunteers needed in order to carry 

on the event in 2015. But, there are 

several DTS events happening in 

our area that you can participate in.

T he TUMHC greeted over 30 citizens in town with two 1-1/2 hour tours of Main Street, and yummy morsels 

from historic recipes. Tour guide, Brian Callicott, dis-

cussed with the groups what the TUMHC believed to be 

the history of the various buildings, which included old 

hotels, gas stations, a movie theater and the bowling alley. 

The TUMHC took notes from the participants who provid-

ed a wealth of town history from their past memories. His-

toric pictures of Main Street as it used to be were also on 

display. Some pictures depicted  

the horse and buggy era, through 

the Model Tôs on up to the 1970s 

era cars. The historic recipe mor-

sels included Russian tea cakes, 

apple fritters, peanut brittle, 

cornmeal balls, hard tack and no-

bake cookies, served with tea 

and lemonade.
